= After the collapse of the USSR, regime changes across the bloc: Africa (too) basically
disappeared from the foreign policy maps

= Even the new Russian foreign policy dealt with Africa in a marginal way (slowing
down, less important)

= After EU accession, and since the 2010s Africa is again higher on the agenda across
the post-Soviet and post-Communist countries

= Global openings, opening toward the East & the South and the like demonstrate a

ANY VISEGRAD JOINT EFFORT?

= Kopinski (2012): “Development cooperation policy in the V4 is largely focused on the
close neighbourhood and current political and business stakes triumph over the
‘needs and merits’ logic of aid allocation. [...] the official message coming from the
governments significantly diverges from reality.”

= Chmiel (2018): “taking into account the current stance of the Visegrad countries on
guestions related to the migration crisis in the EU arena, the V4 cooperation does not
necessarily appear as a possible vehicle for the promotion of sustainable
development in Africa.”

= All agree about stabilizing Africa at home — focus on how to manage the ‘migration
crisis’ (first and foremost) and the rest is seemingly ad hoc...

= Of course, all V4 subscribe for the SDGs and foster policies, projects acoordingly.
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
